Among newly detected cases                                  Leprosy is detected more in men than women in a ratio of 2 males to every 1 female. If the ratio is higher steps should be taken to ensure women have adequate access to diagnostic services. It measures accessibility of women for diagnosis.
Prevalence rate:                                                      Gives an indication of level of transmission but must be correlated with the characteristics of the new cases detected, it also signifies magnitude of the case loads particularly hidden cases in the community
